It is agreed that:

1. The Buddy Bags Program is owned by The Alannah and Madeline Foundation.  

2. The Receiver Agency must keep confidential, the details of this Agreement.

3. The Receiver Agency cannot assign this Agreement to any third party.

4. AMF may terminate this Agreement if the Receiver Agency breaches a material term of this Agreement.

5. The Receiver Agency acknowledges and agrees that AMF is and shall be the owner of all the associated intellectual property rights arising from or in connection with this contract.

6. Where necessary for the performance of the Receiver Agency’s obligations under this agreement, AMF provides the Receiver Agency with a licence to use its intellectual property related to the Buddy Bag Program for the limited purpose of providing the Services.

It is agreed that the Receiver Agency will:

1. Distribute the Buddy Bags ONLY to children who require emergency accommodation. 

2. Appoint a key contact person who will be responsible for all aspects of receipt of bags and additional stock, delivery to children, completion of requested survey and reporting.  We nominate:

3. Complete a short survey once a year to provide feedback for continual improvements to the Buddy Bags program.
4. Facilitate completion of postage paid postcards by children / carer / parent wherever possible and return to The Alannah and Madeline Foundation. 
5. Maintain adequate public liability insurance cover.

6. Ensure that the Buddy Bag provided to each child remains their property and shall be taken with them upon discharge from your Agency.

It is agreed that The Alannah and Madeline Foundation will:

1. Provide relevant information to the Receiver Agencies as agreed.

2. Provide Buddy Bags and additional bag stock to the Receiver Agency as soon as possible following receipt of stock order form.  

3. Not be responsible for any expenses incurred by the Receiver Agency in relation to the Buddy Bags Program.
4. Not use any postcards in promotional material that feature identifying names.
5. Be responsible for the promotion of the Buddy Bags Program outside the Receiver Agency.
